Please ask your child if they have got on the class ‘recognition board’ yet, or the kindness board in
the library.
SCHOOL SYSTEMS (REMINDERS FOR THE NEW YEAR)

The gates are open from 8.30am, children can enter the school building from 8.45am to 8.55am.
Please drop older siblings at their class first and then drop younger ones.

At 3.20pm please do the reverse: collect younger children first and then walk round to collect the
older children.

These systems are designed to reduce pinch-points around the school, for example the number of
older children waiting under the Reception canopy; they are inclined to get restless and start chas-
ing games up and down the banks.

It is well documented that a calm, quiet start in the morning is best for children. Lots of noisy ex-
citement can cause feelings of anxiety as they separate from an adult. For this reason we do not
let children play ball games or chasing games before school. Generally, a calm, brief goodbye will
reassure your child/ren that you are happy they are going to school for the day!

Due to the steeply sloping site and narrow paths, children are not permitted to ride bikes or scoot-

ers on school premises. They should not use any of the equipment before or after school, includ-
ing class resources for Reception (under the canopy), tyre park, outdoor gym, astro turf, etc for su-
pervision and health & safety reasons.

Teachers have noticed a number of older children with (temporary) tattoos, nail varnish, friendship
bracelets, and anklets. Please ensure that all these items are removed for school. This is for
Health & Safety, prevention of allergic reactions and avoiding friendship arguments.

Please let the class teachers know if someone else is collecting your child. If you have to make an
arrangement on the day, please telephone the office no later than 2.00pm so that a message can
be sent to the class teacher. Without this we cannot let your child go with someone else.

If you wish to share some information with the class teacher you can use the parents@ harts-
bourne.org.uk e mail address. This helps to reduce the amount of interactions at the class door so
that children can get into school calmly and smoothly.

Teachers will be teaching children these learning behaviours, alongside our learning gems.

Please talk to your child about these four rules and what they mean for us all. They are
designed to ensure we are all safe and able to build good memories of school.

Other changes are:

¢+ A class recognition board for children who are demonstrating the wanted behaviour
(eg good concentration).

. Increase in positive, specific praise for all pupils.

. Postcard/note/e mail home for proud moments and other success.

¢+  Whole-class reward system (eg marbles in a jar) as well as House Points.
Consequences are Implemented Through Stepped Boundaries:

. Rule reminder, positive praise for co-operation.

. Rule reminder with warning of consequences (eg sitting in the ‘calm zone’.

. Conversation with an adult at breaktime to discuss and establish the correct behav-
iour.

Once parents are informed of a difficulty and/or incident:

. Use of a behaviour chart, behaviour record sheet.

. Reduced time on playground, astro-turf, withholding a priviledge (eg school trip).
. Home/school book/weekly e mails.

. Formal behaviour plan, risk assessment.

. Local authority exclusion procedures.
